If hardware is tightened too soon, mounting holes
may not align and parts may not easily fit together. Leave locknuts slightly loose until you are instructed to
tighten them.

IMPORTANT! Nylon washers (#5) adequately space
painted parts at all pivot points. Neglecting the use of
these washers will result in rusted parts.

NOTE: All board arms are made of rectangular tubing.
Tightening hardware too tight may damage tubing and
make adjustment of system difficult.

Slide Right Post Ear (#44) and Left Post Ear (#45) behind
bracket on back of Post Assembly (#2). Using allen wrench
(#46) provided, secure Right & Left Post Ears to bracket
using one Flat Head Bolt (#47), one flatwasher (#26) and
one locknut (#33). See Figure 3.

Slide Actuator Sleeve (#15) over Actuator (#16) and place
Actuator Cap (#13) on top. Slide Pivot Tube (#14) in hole
near the top of Actuator until equal amounts stick out on
both sides of Actuator. See Figure 3.

NOTE: If necessary, use a hammer or rubber mallet to
tap in Pivot Tube.

Attach lower arm (#11) to Pole (#2), as shown in Figure 5,
using a bolt (#8), two flatwashers (#3), four plastic washers

(#5) and hex nut (#4).

Note: make sure "Goalrilla lettering is right side up. Do
NOT tighten bolt (#8) at this time.

Lay Pole (#2) on its side on two padded saw horses. Secure
Actuator (#16) to Pole (#2) using one bolt (#19), split
lockwasher (#18), washer (#3) and two plastic washers (#5)
to thread into each side of Actuator. See Figure 4. Tighten
bolts tight.

Insert Pole Cap (#1) into top of Pole (#2). It may be necessary
to use a hammer or rubber mallet to tap Cap in.




8. Attach Upper Arm (#6) to Pole (#2), as shown in Figure 7,
using a bolt (#7), two flatwashers (#3), four plastic washers
(#5) and hex nut (#4).

Note: Tighten bolts snug but, do not over tighten. Board

Arms must pivot freely.

9. If the four Tube Plugs (#10) are not already installed insert
them into open ends of Upper Arm (#6). It may be necessary
to use a hammer or rubber mallet to tap plug in.

12. Slide Actuator Crank (#42) onto shaft on the bottom of
Actuator (#16). Line up hole in shaft with hole in Actuator
Crank and insert Pull Pin (#41) to secure.

13. To aid in the assembly of the backboard lower the backboard,
by turning the Actuator Crank, until the lower arm makes
contact with the Safety Stop.

Secure Actuator (#16) to Lower Arm (#11) using one bolt
(#8), two flatwashers (#3), four plastic washers (#5) and
one hex nut (#4). See Figure 6. Tighten both bolts (#8)

securing Lower Arm (#11).

Note: Tighten bolts snug but, do not over tighten. Board
Arms must pivot freely.

If the four Tube Plugs (#10) are not already installed insert
them into open ends of Lower Arm (#11). It may be necessary
to use a hammer or rubber mallet to tap plug in.

10. Locate hardware needed to mount pole to anchor bolts. You

will need, eight flatwashers (#37), four lock washers (#36),
four hex nuts (#35) and four thread protectors (#34).

Put a flat washer (#37) on each anchor bolt. Lift post onto
anchor system and secure with one flatwasher (#37), one
lock washer (#36) and one hex nut (#35) for each anchor
bolt. Tighten all four hex nuts tight.

14. With at least three capable people, raise the backboard
assembly up and have the fourth attach Lower Board Arms to
lower mounting tubes on backboard using two bolts (#21),
four Board Bushings (#22) (shipped already installed), two
plastic washers (#5), two washers (#3) and two hex nuts
(#4). See Figure 10.

Note: Do NOT over tighten these bolts. This is a pivot

point. Snug is tight enough.

15. Attach Upper Board Arms to upper mounting tubes on
backboard using two bolts (#20), four Board Bushings (#22)
(shipped already installed), two plastic washers (#5), two
washers (#3) and two hex nuts (#4). See Figure 10.

Note: Do NOT over tighten these bolts. This is a pivot

point. Snug is tight enough.

20. Adjust unit to lowest position. Use a tape measure to measure
from the top of the rim to the playing surface. Stick Height Decal
(#17) to back of Actuator (#16) with the measured height mark

aligned with bottom of Actuator Sleeve (#15). See Figure 12.

Remove protective backboard covering and mount Goal
Assembly (#28) and Rim Pad (#27) to Backboard, as shown in
Figure 11, using four bolts (#29), eight washers (#26), four
lockwashers (#25) and four nuts (#24). Tighten fasteners finger
tight, leave them loose enough to level rim.

Place a level across rim assembly and adjust rim until it is level.
Finish tightening the four nuts.

18. Attach Rim Cover Plate (#31) using four screws (#32). See

Figure 11.

19. Check all nuts and bolts everything is tightened properly. Do

NOT over tighten pivot points, snug is tight enough.

Rinse backboard with lukewarm water. Wash gently with a 100% Cotton soft cloth, lukewarm water and mild soap. Do not scrub. Rinse backboard with
lukewarm water again. Dry with 100% cotton soft cloth. To minimize scratches and minor abrasions to your backboard, apply a mild polish such as

Johnson's Paste Wax, Novus Plastic Polish #1 or Mirror Glaze Plastic Polish. Strong cleansers will damage backboard and void warranty.
